








SURVIVORS FETED AT LUNCHEON

Over a dozen local Survivors and their guests
attended a luncheon in their honor at the
Holocaust Center on October 28. They were greeted
by the Executive Director, Pam Kancher, who
thanked them for their participation in the Center’s
projects and invited them to attend a number of
upcoming events. She also introduced Nava Cohen,
a UCF graduate student serving as an intern at the
Center and was creating a searchable database of
local survivor testimony.

Tess Wise, the Center’s founder who is herself a
Survivor, announced that the Center was increasing
its emphasis on current issues of discrimination
and violence against Jews and others. Eve
Homburger, the daughter of Survivors who are now
deceased, was there to represent the Center’s Next
Generation group. She talked to those attending
about the importance of keeping stories alive.

Several Survivors talked about their own
experiences in the Holocaust. Although it can be
very painful to recall the terrible experiences and
to talk about all the loss that they suffered, many
recognize that their first-person accounts are the
best defense against Holocaust denial and an
important part of understanding the human cost of
intolerance.

Survivors who have not yet had their stories
documented on tape, either through the Center or
through the Shoah Project or similar opportunities,
are urged to contact the Center to make
arrangements for their testimony to be preserved.

The Holocaust Memorial Resource and Education Center of Central Florida is a
not-for-profit, interfaith, multicultural organization. Its mission is to provide educational
and cultural experiences—to examine the past in order to learn from it and to help people
become aware of and alert to present dangers to our freedoms, our human rights and our
lives by learning the lessons of the Holocaust.

The vision of a just community in a diverse, multicultural setting engaged in combating
the dark forces of prejudice and anti-Semitism is the focus of our work, which we
undertake for the benefit of present and future generations. Thus,”memory is transformed
into study and study into memory” (Elie Wiesel) in hopes that oppression and genocide
will be combated and shall never happen again to any minority group.

The Center is an appointed member of the Florida Education Commissioner’s Task
Force on Holocaust Education. Since April 1994, when the Florida legislature passed
the Mandate to teach the Holocaust in the classrooms, the Center is charged with
implementation of the Mandate in Central Florida and beyond. To this end, a Summer
Teachers Institute is offered each year, training teachers and providing resources.
